GOSPEL MEDITATION: ENCOURAGING DEEPER UNDERSTANDING OF SCRIPTURE

Recently I was with my little dog Libby at
a retreat center in the Arizona desert. I sat
in a chair near a ravine filled with shrubs.
Unbeknownst to me, Libby wandered
down there and disappeared. Suddenly an

animal’s wild shriek erupted from the area.

Without thinking, I bolted down into the
ravine fully expecting to see coyotes, jave-
linas, or rattlesnakes. I didn’t care. I des-
perately wanted to get Libby out of there,
without any self-regard. Before I could
face whatever danger lay hidden, my dog
blissfully trotted out from an entirely dif-
ferent area, utterly unaware that [ had
(quite heroically) just placed my life on
the line.

When the adrenaline wore off, I thought to
myself: how far would I have been willing
to go to save her? I don’t know. But I do
know, if I had literally died, my friends
and family would have certainly thought
me insane for dying for a dog. No offense,
Libby. v

How passionately Jesus wants us to know
him and his willingness to die for us! This
week he says, “I know my own and my
own know me,” and “I lay down my life
for the sheep.” Here we encounter an in-
sanely excessive love for us. Christianity
is a relationship and not simply a religion

or ethical code. In Jesus, God rescues and
saves us. He laid down his life for you and
me — and he has taken it up again. So
often we are like Libby — blissfully igno-
rant of the reality of both our spiritual dan-
ger and his saving love. This Easter sea-
son, the risen Jesus calls us to be more
conscious than ever before about his love.
He never ceases to lay down his life for us.

PRAYER SERVICE
TO COMMEMORATE THE 100TH
ANNIVERSARY OF BENWOOD
MINE DISASTER

§ The Diocese of Wheeling-Charleston invites the
public to a special prayer service at 4pm on Sunday,
April 28, at Mt Calvary Cemetery, 1685 National
Road, Wheeling, to commemorate the 100th
anniversary of the Benwood Mine Disaster.

The event will honor the lives of 119 men and boys,
who where killed as a result of two explosions
within the Wheelmg Steel Coal Mine in Benwood on April 28, 1924.

While the miners were from the surrounding communities on both sides of the Ohio
River, the majority were immigrants from Poland, Greece, Italy, Hungary, Russia,
Serbia, Croatia, Lithuania, and Ukraine. Notably many were also Catholic,
belonging to St. John Parish in Benwood and St. Ladislaus in South Wheeling.

The memorial on April 28, 2024 will take place at the Mt. Calvary site where the
largest mass burial in Wheeling ever took place. In all, 72 miners are buried at the
Catholic cemetery. There are 65 buried at the mass grave, where the gravesite
service was conducted in three languages. Seven other miners were buried in other
areas. Victims of the disaster, including those miners who were burned beyond
recognition, were buried in a mass grave at Greenwood Cemetery across the street.

All are welcome to unite in prayer as we recognize the loss of these brave men who
died in the Benwood Mine Disaster.
