Perhaps you have  seen the Historic Designation 
plaque outside the  church by the steps.  These 
plaques are awarded by the Moundsville Historic 
Landmarks Commission to buildings in the  
historic district of Moundsville that are 100 years of 
age or older.  Father That Son was approached in 
regard to the eligibility of St. Francis; the parish 
council  voted to submit the fee and application; and 
the Commission subsequently awarded us the desig-
nation.  Our church joins the ranks of Moundvs-
ville’s most striking historic buildings - among 
them:  Alexander’s on First, the Bordas and Bordas 
building, the Court House, Simpson Methodist 
Church, and the Salvation Army Church. 
This is a local historic designation only. This means 
our church structure remains under the building 
codes and regulations of the Diocese.
