It’s hard to know how to take the full measure of 
parish life.  Our bean counters tell us that on  
average we had 12 less people at weekend Masses 
in 2019 than the year before. Despite this, our  
average offering increased.  During the past year 17 
of our dear parishioners were buried.  We also  
registered 7 new families. 
 
And while we are looking at numbers –  
astoundingly, our pierogi group gathered to make 
12,000 pierogies last year; 2 groups of 30  
parishioners spent 14 weeks studying the Bible; 10 
of our parishioners made a habit of walking across 
the street to the Methodist soup kitchen one Friday a 
month and fed  hundreds of meals to Moundsville’s 
hungry; our burgeoning Thursday Gabriel Project 
had more than 100 visits last year and now serves 
over 50 clients; with the help of the St. Vincent de 
Paul Society, we gave food or shelter to 45  
desperate community members and gave away 39 
food baskets at Christmas; our Knights of  
Columbus not only served fish every Friday in Lent, 
but just about every 2nd Friday every month; our 
intrepid weekly collection counters meticulously 
counted $302,500 in offerings; our choir sang  
joyfully at 57 Masses last year (with many  
practices).  Their only reward: the angels’ assurance 
that a song is a prayer we pray twice.
