The practice of adoration dates to the beginning of 
Christianity, when monastic hermits would reserve the 
Eucharist for weekly self-reflection over long  periods. 
By praying in individual cells in the presence of the 
Blessed Sacrament, they were venerating the body, 
blood, soul and divinity of our Lord Jesus Christ. The 
practice was also called participating in Eucharistic 
Adoration.  
As monasticism became more communal, reserved   
Eucharist was moved to a vessel called a tabernacle 
that was placed in a separate room near the sanctuary 
available to the whole community. Eventually the     
tabernacle was moved to the main church and placed 
near the altar.  
Pope St. Gregory VII encouraged both religious and 
lay persons to engage in private adoration of Christ in 
the tabernacle. In 1262 Pope Urban IV instituted the 
Feast of Corpus Christi to honor the mystery of the  
perpetual presence of our Lord Jesus Christ’s Body, 
Blood, Soul, and Divinity in the Blessed Sacrament  
outside of the Mass. Eventually, a procession of the 
Blessed Sacrament, which was visibly contained in the 
monstrance, became part of the feast.
