LENT

The story of Adam and Eve, in Genesis 2 and 3, consid-
ers the origins of the trials and sufferings that we experience
in human life. Part of the problem, the story suggests, is the
human effort to be like God. Humans are therefore forbidden
to eat of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil. The story
is quite a contrast to Genesis 1, which proclaims that we are
made in the image and likeness of God, and called to seek to
become more like God. This creates a tension that points to a
challenge in our life of faith: we are created both to embody
God by developing our God-given human capacities, and
also to live in radical trust and dependence on God. We are
called to embrace and to live into this tension.

GOD’S BELOVED

When the people of Israel were freed from Egypt, they were
declared to be God’s chosen and beloved people. They wan-
dered in the desert for forty years, often with great resistance,
as God prepared them to enter the Promised Land.

Jesus’ forty days in the desert echo their story, and offer a

contrast. At his baptism, just before being led into the desert
by the Spirit, Jesus was declared by a voice from the heavens
to be God’s “beloved Son.” So, twice in today’s passage, he is
lured with the words “If you are the Son of God . . .” The devil
tempts Jesus to redefine his sonship of God on his own terms,
instead of following his Father. Israel had failed to understand
its identity as God'’s people, but Jesus demonstrates how to
live as God'’s Beloved.

These contrasting stories of Israel and of Jesus present us
with a challenge. We are regularly tempted to redefine our
identity as Christians on our own terms, to make faith com-
fortable and non-threatening. This Lenten season can re-mind
us to allow God to transform our minds and hearts on God’s
terms.

Would you like to be a Gabriel Project Angel?
That is what we call our volunteers, and indeed they
are angels. They volunteer to protect and honor life
by providing immediate and practical support to
pregnant women and families with infants and
young children under 3 years old. Gabriel Project
assistance helps families to parent and nurture their
children and to keep them healthy and safe.

The St. Francis Xavier chapter of the Gabriel Pro-
ject began in September 2018. With the dedicated
support from 11 parish volunteers, by January of
this year, it had a total of 68 new clients and 157
client visits. As knowledge of our site spreads, so
too have our needs grown for supplies and baby
items. Currently, we need gids’ winter clothing
size 6-24 months. We also need used baby equip-
ment (strollers, high chairs, walkers, baby gates,
booster chairs, toys). We always accept and are in
need of good used clothing from birth to size 5, as
some of our 2 year olds wear larger sizes. If you or
someone you know can help us with these items, we
would be most grateful. Donations can be brought
to Xavier Hall on Thursdays from 10 A.M. to 2
P.M. Donations can always be dropped off at the
church office or in the church vestibule.
