becomes a game changer across the board.

It gives us reason to clear the table of
anything that can adversely affect the way
we love so that we can open the door for
its author to shine forth.

Coming upon this truth is what leads folks
like St. Francis of Assisi to leave that
which is comfortable and worldly and live
a radical life. They relate with the love of

God that radiates in and through all living
things and appreciate their sacredness. It
was having an intimate experience of
God’s love and friendship that propelled
St. Francis and others to embrace
simplicity, act nonviolently, pursue
humility, love enemies, care for the earth
and open up avenues for true justice.
Understanding this profound truth will
also help us find peaceful solutions to the
world’s problems, restore relationships
with our sisters and brothers, bring the
grace of loving stewardship to creation,
and heal many wounds.
