St. Francis Xavier Parish will be participating in the Diocese of Wheeling-Charleston Holy Hour for Hope 
and Healing on Sunday, November 25, at 3:00 pm in our church.  The event is simple, an hour of Eucharistic 
Adoration to pray before the Blessed Sacrament for hope and healing. 
 
As we gather in solidarity every Sunday morning as a Church, from the tip of the Northern Panhandle to the 
most southern point of Bluefield, from the Ohio River to the Virginia border, we gather to thank God for who 
He is and what He has done.  Our Diocesan Holy Hour for Hope and Healing will be another opportunity to 
worship and adore Jesus Christ in Eucharistic Adoration.  What great encouragement for us to unite in prayer 
and petition to God for restored hope where needed and for the healing of all victims of abuse and neglect.
