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Jesus and the disciples had been together for
quite some time when the apostles said to the Lord,
“Increase our faith.” Even though they had witnessed
the miracles, heard Jesus’ teaching, and eaten with
him at table, they sought greater faith in him. The
same might be said for us. In the waters of baptism,
we were drawn deeply to Christ and filled with the
indwelling presence of the Holy Spirit, and still we
often struggle to have faith, or enough faith, or the
faith that we need in the circumstances of our daily
lives. In his second letter to Timothy, Saint Paul urges
us to rely on the power and gifts of the Holy Spirit,
as we are challenged to live in faith and witness to
the love of Christ. We hear this same sort of reliance
on faith in today’s first reading from Habakkuk: “For
the vision still has its time, presses on to fulfillment,
and will not disappoint; if it delays, wait for it, it will
surely come, it will not be late.”
