There are no easy solutions to the
world’s dilemmas. But, knowing that
wholeness, healing, and dignity are worthy
pursuits, we can more confidently labor to
achieve God’s vision.

The Lasting Change of Living Lent

What should Lent mean to us, especially here at St. Francis
Xavier? How can Lent change us?

As a season of reflection and preparation before the Passion of
our Lord, Lent is our chance to follow Jesus through these 40 days
with full commmitment to renewing our faith. For some of us it may mean
attending or live-streaming daily
Masses faithfully or attending Stations
of the Cross on Fridays. Some could
decide to borrow from our parish’s
library of Bible study materials and
complete a course. Others may benefit
from joining the upcoming video study
about the life of Jesus. Maybe this is the
ideal time to volunteer. The fish fry
team needs help right now, and we can
never do too much for our parishioners
who are homebound or in care facilities.
Our Gabriel Project mission appreciates regular supplies. These are just some of
the places where we can live Lent. The tradition during Lent is to give
something up. However, it also can be useful to reverse the tradition and find
something meaningful to add. Receiving ashes at the beginning of Lent is a
commitment to repent and strengthen our belief in the Gospel. The ashes are a
sign of our sinfulness, our humility, and mortality. We are encouraged to focus
on three special behaviors during Lent: prayer, fasting, and almsgiving. Within
these behaviors, we can pursue those things that bring closeness to God and a
life more fully as He intended. Says St. Catherine of Siena: “Be who God meant
you to be and you will set the world on fire!”
