The next parable is similar, with the woman
searching all over her house when she loses one of her
special coins. She rejoices when she finds it, just like
the angels rejoice in Heaven when a sinner turns back
to God.

The last parable that Jesus tells is the story of the
prodigal son. We are like the son in that story when
we run away from God by sinning. But like
the father, God is waiting and watching for
us to be sorry and come back to
Him. All we have to do is tell
Him we are sorry for our sins
in Confession and He will be
so happy to have us back!
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Jesus told us that God is like a shepherd
that cares for every one of His sheep.
